The purpose of the present systematic review and pooled analysis was to evaluate special features and probable correlations between symptoms, laboratory findings, treatment and outcomes of COVID-19 in children and adolescents. Results showed that fever was the most common symptom in pediatric COVID-19. Pneumonia radiologic signs were observed even in asymptomatic pediatric patients, with preschoolers being more prone to COVID-19 pneumonia findings. The majority of pediatric patients had full recovery.
